On
Friday, Saturday, Sunday and holidays the pool is
open 11am-9pm.

 When public schools conclude their regular
school year through Labor Day weekend, the pool
is open 11am-9pm every day except for July 4th
when the pool will close at 6pm.

Swim team home B meets are the following
Monday afternoons:  July 5,  12 and 26, when the
pool will close at 3:45pm.  A meets are on Satur-
day mornings and should not delay the opening of
the pool.

S&T Member IDs and Dues
Thank you to the many families who have sent

in new photos. A current family photo is needed for
proper identification. If your photo on file is no
longer current you must provide upon entry a drivers
license, school ID or similar photo identification.
Without this identification entry to the pool may be
denied.  Please mail group or individual photos to
Hiddenbrook Swim & Tennis Club, PO Box 981,
Herndon, VA  20172. Please include full member
names and membership number on the back of the
photo(s).

Pool dues were payable on April 10 and are
now late. Members should submit a check for $480
(includes $40 late fee) immediately.  Membership
status is in default and cannot be sold until dues and
late fee is paid. Members who do not pay 2010
dues and late fee by June 10, 2010 will have their
membership revoked.
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With the warmer weather, many of us are trying
to get our houses “put back together” after the
winter snows. The ACC would like to compile a list
of contractors, tree services, plumbers, electricians,
landscapers, handymen, etc. that our community has
used in the past couple of years. Of course we want
to recognize those that have provided superior
service, but feel free to include those that you would
NOT recommend to your neighbors (just let us
know which category to put them in).

Also, remember the Fairfax County trash and
recycling regulations that apply for debris removal:

• Brush placed at the curbside for pick up
should be in bundles of less than 4 feet in length and
less than 50 pounds;

• No piece should be larger than 6 inches in
diameter.

Any brush that is bagged or placed in a con-
tainer will be collected on your regularlu collection
day.

News from your ACC….Trash & Debris Services
Other types of debris, such as furniture or

metal items, should be separated into individual piles
for collection. Because the county provides trash
and recycling services to Hiddenbrook homes, each
household is eligible for five free, special pickups a
year for anything too large for the regular pick up.
Residents must call 703-802-3322 to schedule the
collection. Each special collection is limited to 12
cubic yards  – roughly a pile 5’x6’x10’.

Please use care when placing debris at the
curbside and do not block the roadway or sidewalk
with large debris.
Architectural Control Committee meetings:

The ACC meets the second Tuesday of each
month. Applications from homeowners for changes
to their house or property must be received no later
than the Friday before the meeting.  Next meeting
dates are Tuesday,  May 11 and June 8.
